The arts play an important role in the life of Mount Olive College

and the surrounding community. They provide opportunities for education, exploration,
reflection, worship, and cultural enrichment.

Mount Olive College is blessed with a high quality arts program that is growing rapidly.
However, the facilities at the College are inadequate for the needs of the students and the
community. The art and music faculty alike are limited in their teaching efforts because
of the current design and space restrictions of the arts facilities. Due to the distance from
art museums, orchestras and other cultural opportunities in either Raleigh or Wilmington,
it is imperative to offer both opportunities and facilities locally that will engage the
cultural interest of students and develop their considerable talent.

Our Board of Trustees and president recognize the need for a newer and well-designed
arts facility. It is with their support that the College is embarking on a fundraising project
to build a Fine Arts Village that will combine renovation of existing facilities with new
construction to provide a vibrant arts outreach to rural Eastern North Carolina. Included
in this village will be an instrumental music building, a 200 seat amphitheater, an exterior
classroom and four art studios for oil painting, ceramics, woodworking and sculpture.
The existing arts facility, Laughinghouse Hall, will also be renovated. This project is
modest in scale, but has the potential for significant impact.

Progressive music and arts facilities will provide the College the opportunity to expand
and enhance these programs which already have a solid foundation. The Fine Arts
Village is exemplified in the word “vision”. It is a vision for transforming the lives of
our students and the community through culture and the arts.
