Directions: 
 
From Morehead City, NC –  
*Hwy 70 West toward New Bern. *Exit for Glenburnie Road/Hwy 43. *Left going South on 
Glenburnie Road. *Left at traffic light onto Trent Road. *Follow approximately 1 mile. *College will be 
on the left hand side. 
 
 
From Raleigh, NC – 
*I-40/440 to Hwy 70 East toward New Bern. *Exit for Glenburnie Road/Hwy 43. *Right going South 
on Glenburnie Road. *Left at traffic light onto Trent Road. *Follow approximately 1 mile. *College will 
be on the left hand side. 
 
 
From Kinston & Goldsboro, NC – 
*Hwy 70 East toward New Bern. *Exit for Glenburnie Road/Hwy 43. *Right going South on 
Glenburnie Road. *Left at traffic light onto Trent Road. *Follow approximately 1 mile. *College will be 
on the left hand side. 
 
 
From Jacksonville, NC – 
*Hwy 17 North toward New Bern. *Right at traffic light onto Trent Road (across from Bojangles). 
*Follow approximately 1.5 miles. *College will be on the left hand side. 
 
 
From Greenville, NC – 
*Hwy 43 at Bell’s Fork. *Follow highway through Vanceboro. *At traffic light just beyond rest area, 
turn right onto Washington Post Road (also known as Weyerhaeuser Road & Hwy 17 Bypass/43). 
*Follow until road ends at intersection of Neuse Blvd. *Left onto Neuse straight about 1 ½ miles until 
you reach Glenburnie Road/Hwy 43. *Right onto Glenburnie Road. *Left at traffic light onto Trent 
Road. *Follow approximately 1 mile. *College will be on the left hand side. 
 
 
From Washington, NC – 
*Hwy 17 South over bridge into New Bern. *Exit following Hwy 17/Jacksonville signs. *Left off of exit 
ramp. *Pass mall, Walmart, and Target. *Left onto S. Glenburnie Road. *Left onto Trent Road. 
*Follow approximately 1 mile. *College will be on the left hand side.
