A paper Dr. Alan Lamm presented entitled “The Yankees Burned Great-grandpa’s

House: Oral Myths, Facts & Legends from the American Civil War in Eastern

North Carolina Examined” at a History conference last February at the University

of Victoria in Canada will now become a chapter in a new book. The conference

focused on oral military history and Dr. Lamm is interested in the American Civil

War and how it is remembered. Dr. Lamm states that the war was fought all

around us here in eastern North Carolina. We even have two Civil War events that

took place right here in Mount Olive: a Union raid on the railroad station; and later

the stationing of about 4,000 Union Cavalry troops behind the ladies softball field.

Many people say that the South lost the war but they won the peace. That means

that obviously the South lost the war but they won how the war was remembered.

That Southern interpretation of the war became known as the “Lost Cause” which

maintains all Southern whites were united for the Confederacy, that the South’s

armies were glorious and that the only way the Yankee’s won was by

overwhelming numbers. But when you begin researching the events, you find that

many white Southerners were actually opposed to the Confederate cause and

that the war became a civil war within the Civil War. For instance, a ladies group

in Pikeville launched a protest movement against the war. At least four white

regiments of North Carolinians signed up to fight with the North. Further, many

people do not realize that there were thirteen eastern North Carolina counties

under Yankee occupation, with New Bern serving as the Yankee

capital. Between New Bern and Kinston lay a demilitarized zone which saw periodic raids launched by both sides. Dr. Lamm
presented his paper on how the war was remembered orally through the Lost Cause and how the reality of this history is
much more complicated. The paper was well received at the conference and now will be published as the fourth chapter in a
new book by the University of British Columbia Press later this year. Dr. Lamm is very excited about being published
internationally.

Dr. Lamm is also working on another project based on a paper he presented at another conference at the University of
Brandon in Canada last Fall that focused on U.S. Army Chaplain Orville Nave (1841-1917). Nave published the Nave’s
Topical Bible which is a study Bible still popular today. There has never been anything written about him. Dr. Lamm’s

paper focused on Nave and how he sought to professionalize Army chaplains in the late 19th century, the same time others
were trying to professionalize, too, such as colleges via the creation of SACS, lawyers via the American Bar Association, and
physicians via the American Medical Association, etc. Dr. Lamm has now expanded his paper through additional research
conducted last Fall at the U.S. Army Chaplains Museum at Fort Jackson, SC and through research he did over his
Christmas break at the National Archives in Washington DC. Lamm noted that it was fascinating to go through Nave’s one
hundred year old Army records and to be able to hold such important documents in your hands, documents that were signed
by Lincoln and others. It was also interesting to flesh out Nave’s personality and to find out about his life. Dr. Lamm hopes to
publish an article on Nave and later a biography.

When not doing research, teaching, or managing the Department of History & Social Studies, Dr. Lamm serves as the
Tripmaster for the Honors Committee helping to plan and organize their international trips. This month Dr. Lamm, along with
Dr. Daniel Gall and Dr. Hugo Palacios Moreno, took the Junior Honors students on a trip to Peru and now he is busy
planning next year’s trip.

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Spanish and Quechua are the two official Languages of Peru. About 75% of the Peruvian population
speaks Spanish, and 20% speak Quechua. There are other indigenous languages such as the Aymara.
Over half of Peru® 29 million people live along the coast, and the rest live in the Andes Mountains. About
45% of the population is indigenous and about 37% is "mestizo" (mix of indigenous and Spanish). About
15% of Peruvians are white and the rest are of Asian, African or other descent. Lima City is the capital of
Peru, and the population is 8 million.

Peru has a large variety of arts and crafts. The diversity and creativity of Peru® folk art has made it a
fundamental activity not just for Peru® cultural identity, but also as a way of live for thousands of families
and even entire communities. Peru celebrates some 3,000 festivals a year. Most of them are held in
homage to patron saint (Santo Patron) and are part of the Christian calendar in colonial times.

The discovery of musical instruments..., the experts know that in Peru..., music has been played at least as
far as 10,000 years ago. Some of these instruments were quenas, zamponas, charangos, patutas, and
others. The "quena" is a foot-long, straight flute with seven holes that produce beautiful notes and one of
the sweetest sounds in Andean music. Anciently, it was made of mud, gold, silver, or bone. The "zampona"
is a wind instrument that consists of several flutes of different length joined together, each with one hole. It
produces deep, hypnotizing tones. It is one the most ancient and distinctive instrument of the Andean
music. The Incas used to adorn the zampona with feathers from the condor.

Machu Picchu is a Pre-Columbian Incan site situated 8,000 feet above sea level on a ridge above the
Urubamba River Valley. The Urubamba River is a tributary of the Amazon River, it was built around
A.D.1460 as a ceremonial center, not actually a city because Machu Picchu is in the highlands where it
rains a lot. It is made from stone after the Conquest of the Inca in 1526 by the Spanish conquistador
Francisco Pizarro. In 1526 Machu Picchu was abandoned. It was known to the local population but not to
the outside world, it was “discovered” by Hiram Bingham in 1911. He wrote a book about his adventures
called “The Lost City of the Incas” in 1948. Machu Picchu is probably the most visited archaeological sites
in the world and is visited by about 400,000 tourists a year.
